The summer is over and the best European women’s handball clubs are ready to 
return to the courts. Welcome to the EHF Champions League Women 2023/24! 

Last season set new records in the premium club competition, with 20,022 fans 
rocking out the MVM Dome in Budapest for a superb EHF FINAL4 Women in June and 
setting a new record for attendance of a women’s handball match. We can’t wait for 
more history to be made in the competition’s 31st season.  

Vipers Kristiansand won the trophy for a third year in a row in 2022/23 and must 
surely be considered once again among the favourites. Drawn this year in group B, 
they will meet 2023 runners-up FTC-Rail Cargo Hungaria, two-time EHF FINAL4 
participants Team Esbjerg and 2022 bronze medalists Metz Handball, plus two-time 
winners Krim Mercator Ljubljana, EHF European League Women 2023 champions 
Ikast Handbold, CS Rapid Bucuresti, and debutants MKS Zaglebie Lubin in the group 
phase. 

Record champions Györi Audi ETO KC are the team to watch in group A as they look 
to improve on last season’s third place result. Györ face some experienced 
opponents, such as 2016 champions CSM Bucuresti, two-time winners WHC 
Buducnost BEMAX, SG BBM Bietigheim, Brest Bretagne Handball, Scandinavian 
powerhouses Odense Håndbold and IK Sävehof, and fellow Hungarians DVSC 
Schaeffler, as they set out for Budapest one more time.  

That road begins on Saturday 9 September. As in the previous season, EHF 
Champions League Women matches will be played on Saturdays at 16:00 and 18:00 
CE(S)T, and Sundays at 14:00 and 16:00 CE(S)T. Every point counts and the two best-
ranked teams from each group will advance directly to the quarter-finals. The teams 
finishing between third and sixth will first proceed to the play-offs.

This will  be  only  the  second  season  in  history  for  the Hungarianside  in  the  European  premium  competition,  after  they  made their debut in the 2010/11 season. In their previous appearance,DVSC SCHAEFFLER only won a single game, at home, against Hypolosing other five. DVSC last qualified for the knockout phase of anEuropean  competition  in  2011/12  season,  when  they  reachedthe quarter ‑finals of  the Cup Winner’s Cup. Debrecen brought  infive  new  players,  including  line  player  Tamara  Haggerty  fromHH  Elite  and  rightback  Elinore  Johansson  from  Storhamar,  withsix other players leaving over the summer. Several young talentedHungarian  players,  like  Gréta  Kácsor  and  Petra  Füzi‑Tóviziare  the  cornerstones of DVSC and  crucial  to  the  team’s  success.

Sävehof  return  to  the  EHF  Champions  League Women  after  a one‑year  hiatus,  after  failing  to make  the  cut  for  the  play‑offstwo  season  ago.  The  swedish  side  has  won  only  16  of  their92 games playes in the European premium competition, with amaximum of three wins in a single season. Sävehof will becomeonly  the 14th  team  in history  to  feature 100  times  in  the EHF Champions League Women, needing only eight games to reachthis milestone. Their most experienced player  in  roster  is  rightwing  Carmen  Martin,  Spain’s  former  captain,  who  won  thetitle  with  CSM  Bucuresti  and  has  scored  366  goals  inher Champions League career. The Swedish champions have thelowest  avarage  age  of  the  16  teams  this  season,  witht h e i r   p l a y e r s   a v e r a g i n g   o n l y   2 1   y e a r s   o l d . 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
